· Found in shallow, protected waters    
of the Indo - Pacific Region  

·  Weigh 230 –908kg. 

· Grow to less than 3m long 

· Feed on Sea Grass in shallow water 

· Is a mammal 
 

 

· Start to breed at 15yrs old, with 3 to 7 yrs between births 

· They have a long life span, up to 70yrs 

· Usually found singly or in small groups, but Australia has herds of up to 100 

· Called Sea Cows because of their diet of sea grass
